1. Welcome
Geoff Crow (GC) welcomed all to the meeting. 
Quorum confirmed for the meeting by Steph Wilson (SW).
Minutes of Previous Meeting – Minutes of 27/5/2025 – Approved by Suzanne Meilke, Seconded by Derek Young.
Action Log - Ran though and updated.

2. Police report. 
Road Safety
Speed checks continue across the ward, targeting drivers failing to abide by speed
limits, with formal action taken where it is proportionate to do so. This remains a
focus for us, with numerous complaints received from concerned members of the
public.

Anti-social Behaviour/Youth Disorder: 1 x incident reported
Incident relates to youths throwing stones and kicking at doors in the area of
Stillhouse Loan, Kirkliston – Officers attended and searched the area – No crimes
reported.

Regular patrols of known ‘hotspots’ continue to be included within the patrol matrix of
the Local Community Policing Team to deter reports of anti-social behaviour.
Vandalism: No incidents reported
Bogus Caller: No reported incidents

Discussion was had at the KCC meeting around several incidents that have happened in the local area, abandoned stolen motorbike, unsocial bike riding, bridge vandalism. To invite the officers to the next meeting and have a focus on engagement (20 min). Also to ask Chief Constable to attend a future meeting. Action noted in action log.

Councillor Louise Young (LY) advised of an email address for the public to utilise to report issues as this in turn helps build a case file of similar issue being raised which in turn helps the police have target action e.g. speeding cars. 3. Councillors Report
There has recently been issues and concerns at the Hawes car park in South Queensferry with road rage and racing of cars. A public meeting occurred to discuss this issue, and the residents are exploring to have the car park closed at night. They are looking to develop a petition to gather the concerns of the locals and once it reaches the required number of responses, it can be looked at by Edinburgh Council Transport Committee. 

It was raised about the travellers currently at the Newbridge roundabout. It was noted at the full council meeting and discussed how best to find the balance between having a safe place for travellers to stay but also being mindful of historical sites they may be staying at. 
It was noted Edinburgh Council plan to look at more permanent sites for travellers in the city who are more transient while also protecting historical sites. 

Question was asked if Councillor Kevin Lang had reived the risk assessment for Stirling Road, update that LY would ask him to share what he had received. Updated action noted in action log.

Helen and I went to meet up with the Maitland Lodge members on Wednesday and got presented with a cheque of £460

8. Kirkliston Gala
· Raindrops keep falling on my head….
· Despite the awful weather, with torrential rain halfway through the parade and a thunderstorm as we returned to Allison Park, it did feel like a very positive experience for most! The Community Spirit was palpable and the Crowning Ceremony in the school felt very intimate and special indeed. We’ve very gratefully received lots of positive comments from the wider community. Unfortunately, we were obliged to evacuate the park for public safety reasons due to the lightening. The fairground rides had to stop and there’s risk with the stage, sound equipment and the tents. 
· We followed our Event Management Plan guidance, as required, and cancelled the afternoon’s entertainment. This was a huge shame after all the work and expense that’s gone into planning; preparing stalls, organising crafters, food vans, DJ, dance groups, magician etc. but safety is our number one priority. With no clear forecast on how long the storm would last or if the rain would turn torrential again there was no easy way to determine how the afternoon would unfold. We’d had the (extremely thorough) inspection on Friday, 13 th June and had been reminded by CEC (Paul Dance, Senior events and venues safety officer) that there was a yellow weather warning in place and that we’d be obliged to cancel if the thunderstorm occurred during the Gala period.
· Our funds are down to almost zero as we normally make the bulk of our cash on Gala Day itself, however we’re expecting to get the £1,000 park bond back in full given that there’s no damage to the park / grass.
· We have some further sales from wristbands, raffle tickets and donations to come through to our bank account so will be able to take stock over Summer before holding the AGM (in Sep) and making plans to start afresh.
· Initial thinking is that we will start fundraising earlier this year and we’re considering holding some sort of ‘mini-Gala’ event (in August before the schools go back?) to sell tombola, juice hoopla etc. as we have lots of items and perhaps see if Magic Gareth will come along.
· The Raffle is still open, we have Silent Disco tickets available (4th Oct) and we have a donation page where you can make donations from £5 - £50 - https://www.kirklistongala.co.uk/events
· We will start applying for grants as soon as we can to support next year’s Gala.
· Gala Debrief meeting is being held on Monday, 23rd  June at 7.30 pm in The Newliston.

The KCC chair shared the KCC’s thanks for all the hard work the gala committee put into the day itself, and the effort put in coping with the weather.                

9. Scout Group 
· Beavers had a successful camp in May; all had a great time.
· Cubs have a camp this coming weekend.
· We had a great turn out in the rain to support the Gala Day Parade.
· We break for the summer holidays next week.
· Awaiting to hear back from funding application for replacement of some of our equipment.

10. KPSA
· The KPSA held its final meeting of the year on 2 June 2025 in the school. It began with a short presentation and video from the pupil council, which covered ideas on play-based learning and well being
· The KPSA decided to donate a modest amount of funds to help the school establish an Additional Support Needs (ASN) club.
· Other recent spending includes supporting outdoor learning resources, arranging an ice-cream van during P7’s leavers activities.
· We have been asked to consider making a donation to the reduce the costs of the Benmore residential trip for P7 pupils (which has greatly increased). 
· We bought pin badges acknowledging the schools 50th anniversary and the KPSA chair Alex McKay presented them at a recent school assembly. 
· NB – regular KPSA spending includes the book bags for P1 pupils, leavers jumpers for P7 pupils and (since covid, when the school no longer receives this for free) a subscription to SumDog, a numeracy and literacy games app which pupils respond well to. There is also occasional support for occasional expenses like Smartboard replacement in classroom, books, classroom Christmas parties, Amazon gift cards for school supplies, and transport to and from school for events. 
· A survey is proposed to help understand the extent to which parents are aware of the KPSA’s activities and where they think it priorities should be (e.g. sport or STEM – focused activities, supporting extracurricular and ASN clubs, supporting transport costs and trips, helping fund educational supplies not covered by CEC). This will also seek to understand the number of parents who would struggle with Benmore costs and their views on communication with the school. 
· NB – communication form the school now tends to come via the school smartphone app, which is effective for alerts but does not allow for interaction ad discussion, and a weekly blog by the headteacher. Pupils have access to MS Teams, which is interactive, but it is not used as extensively by all classes and pupils. 
· We gratefully acknowledge the recent £500 donation from the community centre.
· We discussed the KCC’s recent focus on the site where pupils and parents cross Stirling Road marked by pencils. There was interest in continuing a dialogue with the KCC on this and encouraging parents/guardians/carers to complete the survey when it’s published. 
·  KPSA agreed to submit a formal application to become a recognised Local Interest Organisation represented on the KCC. 
· Louise Collingwood, chair of the KPSA for five years through Covid, is becoming the parents’ representative for all Edinburgh secondary schools on Edinburgh Council. 
School Activities
· An inclusion review has devolved some decision making from Council staff to school level, which entails some changes to staff roles, but no disruption to pupil support is expected. 
· As previous noted as part of wellbeing week, KPS pupils joined with those form the cluster for an outdoor activities day at the VAT Run near Port Edgar. For the first time. Pupils were encouraged to cycle to the event to promote sustainability and fitness and reduce transport costs and exhaust pollution. This seemed to work well, and it is being considered as a model for future trips within the local area is the children involved are old enough. 
· Parent Consultations were held last week and the KPSA held a bake sale. 
· For the next school year, pupils discovered their classes and met their teacher on Wednesday last week. P7’s get three days visiting the High School to acclimatise. On the last day of term, there will be staggered finishes. A piper is being sought to pipe the the P7 leavers. 
Next Year of the KPSA
Plans were discussed about what to focus on during the next school year (NB each of these can be revisited next session when the K{SA reformulates after August, when P7 parent depart and new P1 parents can join). These include:
· To consider new event ideas, including a family ceilidh, a race night, and a quiz night; and discuss plans with the pupil council to establish a calendar of event for the year to allow families to plan around them. 
· NB – historically, the event programme has focused on the Christmas Fair, at least to discos through the year (separated between P1-3 and P4-7 pupils), a movie night near Christmas and occasional special events. Recently it has started running some craft events for pupils who may have ASN but who otherwise might prefer less boisterous and noisy activities than discos – we now also run a quiet room/chill – out space during discos. 
· To continue efforts to combine/align event with other community organisations (e.g. the gala committee used a recent disco as a fundraises; we have recently aligned the date of the Christmas fair with the village Christmas lights switch on to create the sense of a combined community event and intend to continue this).
· To share how the KPSA funds are used, using an infographic to encourage further engagement.

Community Council Intro Session Presentation
118-page slide pack!! Valuable couple of hours learning how things work.
Council places importance on the contribution of CC for local representation to help them
deliver better local outcomes. The CC is a statutory consultee in many matters and when
working with the Council can make a huge difference. All parties that presented provided
useful contact information.
· Requirements – nonpolitical/one AGM and at least 6 mtgs p/a / minutes approved at next
meeting but draft mins to be circulated at least 7 days before the date to CC and Council and approved mins in 10 working days of approval / Code of conduct.
Massive list of available resources for CC via the Council website.
Council provides Admin Allowance to CC base £522 plus £0.02 per person in the boundary area – to cover postage/copying and production of leaflets etc’
· Governance Team – support the CC (can advise) – contact details provided.
· Communication with Residents – really engaging session – lots of good info on how to
promote the CC and share what’s happening in the community. Surprisingly Radio (47%)
remains a strong source of news with social media just topping it (56%) – key message here is that News outlets welcome content from the CC and interested groups so I will share the contact details for you. Help with being inclusive in these matters is available from www.communitycouncils.scot including a social media guide.
· Described Planning process – “to manage the development and use of land in the long-
term public interest” – City Plan 2030 used to inform planning decisions (on website if you
want to review it) / Hierarchy of development applications.
· Community Empowerment and Engagement Team - (useful contact) administer Grants
(up to £5000) &amp; provide a point of contact with the council when it’s unclear which service would deal with a request or service – shared contact information.
· Licensing service – Purpose – securing public safety / consults with community councils –
25000 applications annually &; includes a dedicated training centre for Taxi/Private Hire as well as Liquor Licences.
· Information Management presentation – supports the CC.
· Introduced to the Edinburgh Association of Community Councils – another cog in the
wheel to support us.

Airport Community Fund
Arran McKeen spoke to the meeting about the Airport Community Fund. During Covid the level of communication with the public and the local communities lessened and the airport recognised this and have begun to rebuild the links they previously had. 

Part of Arrans role is to run the community fund. The fund attaches a value on growth of the number of passengers, for every passenger who visits the airport 1.5 pence per passenger is placed in the fund. The fund yearly is £240,000 and an application to the fund can be for a maximum of £7000. The criteria for applying has recently been refined and you can see this on the airport website. 

The premise of the funding is to help nonprofit organisations depend less on funding to keep running from other sources. When applying for funding it helps to be very specific as to what you are applying for and who this will benefit. Action noted in action log.

Early Years Centre Visit
Four members of the KCC visited on Fridy 20 June (AR, AH, JR and DB). We were welcomed by Fiona Kay, who showed us around the whole facility. The nursery can run all year round and does not close at term time. They can have 112, 0–5-year-olds, with flexible learning and currently the role is 90. You can buy extra hours to have wrap around care for you child. The building is purpose built, and everything is wooden and easy to clean. Each area has a laundry. 

The primary 1 section is open plan to allow the children to learn through play. This area can have up to 100 children and current role is 75 and in take after the summer will be 86. The teaching plans are led by the children. Each area has a smart board, there is a sensory room, specific needs room and a garden outdoor are. 

The KCC members passed on some helpful information to help improve their garden spaces and gave information on possible funding sources to but more equipment.

Stirling Road Crossing Update 
Discussion continued re this matter following on from the extra meeting on 10 June 2025. When developing the survey, it was felt it was important for the public to understand the reason for the survey. Title for survey to be finalised.
